There is only one person in a
temple or court who is identified by the
prefix “llustrious,” that is the Poten-
tate and the Commandress.

Many nobles submit articles using
the suffix “330” behind their names

and Shrine titles. 1 know we're proud
of having obtained the last and final
degree of Scottish Rite Masonry, but
the usage of “thirty-third degree” has
no relevance or place in Shrinedom.
Such titles are only appropriate in the
organizations in which the titles are
earned, or when you're representing
such an organization at a Shrine activ-

ity.

As | have sat in the seat of the Imperial Potentate for the last three years, it has been apparent that our elected leaders
have eagerly assumed increasing responsibilities, in recognition that the membership has elected a team to conduct the
affairs of the Imperial Council on its behalf. The Imperial Potentate has one vote like other elected officers on the
Imperial Divan.

During this period of leadership, I have also witnessed firsthand the challenges that come from within and without
that continues to question the authenticity of the sovereignty of the Nobles Mystic Shrine. These have been challenges
that this administration has decided to take on in the best interests of the AEAONMS.

In recent months there has been much conversation regarding the “Protective Orders” issued by the Imperial Divan.
These protective orders have been addressed to Nobles of the Mystic Shrine regarding due business of the Imperial
Council and nothing else. While it is true that the protective orders address outside interference by some that has
adversely affected the Imperial Council and the Imperial Court and the orderly conduct of our business at the local
temple and court levels, this Imperial Council and Imperial Divan on its behalf when appropriate, is the sole determinant
of facts that uniquely affect its operations and best interests.

As many of us know, the outside interference did not begin with this administration, nor is this the first time we have
attempted to address it. Moreover, various litigations regarding such interference has established legal remedies for the
sovereign existence and operations of the Shrine, but somehow the breaches continue. In this regard, as a sitting Most
Worshipful Grand Master, I know the limits of my authority and that aside from being the sitting Imperial Potentate,
have no authority over Nobles of the Mystic Shrine, unless given to me by the Imperial Council or Imperial Divan acting
on its behalf. Therefore, it is right for us to correct these unacceptable interferences with our organization, and the
“protective orders” are intended to do just that.

May all that we do bring a lasting peace and continued recognition of our sovereignty.

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KARNAK TEMPLE 230 HAILS HEROES
HOWARD PAYNE STILL ON PATROL

On February 16, 2008, two members of Karnak
Temple No. 230 performed acts of heroic valor.
The outstanding character and good citizenship
of members of our organization should be for-
mally recognized by our organization.

On that day, at approximately 1:15 P.M., Noble
Howard Payne entered the CVS Drug Store at
1000 U Street N.W., Washington, D.C., to make
apurchase. While searching the isles for the items
he intended to purchase, he heard a female shout-
ing, "stop her she snatch my pocketbook." He
immediately ran to the area of the commotion and
observed an elderly lady frantically screaming and
pointing at a female suspect, who was attempting
to escape by running out of the door. He gave
chase and followed the robbery suspect out the
front door of the CVS.

At about the same time, Noble Walter
Thornton was driving his car eastbound on U
Street, when a female ran between parked ve-
hicles. He observed the suspect running north-
bound across U Street, with Noble Payne a mem-
ber of his lodge, Saint John No. 12, in hot pursuit.
He also observed an elderly female on the side-
walk in front of CVS, shouting, "stopped her, she
snatched my purse". While exiting his vehicle, he
observed Howard Payne capture the robbery sus-
pect. Thornton immediately went to Payne's aid,
the suspect was screaming, kicking, and swinging
her arms in an attempt to escape. During this cha-
otic period, Thornton call 911 on his cell phone,
informed them of the circumstance and the im-
mediate need for assistant.

After restraining the suspect for about five
minutes, Junior Warden Claude Jackson, of
Thomas L. Johnson No. 28, approached and
identified himself as an off duty D.C. Police
Officer. He instantly took control of the situ-
ation and suspect, (Claude Jackson was cre-
ated a Noble in Karnak Temple, on March 28,
2008).

These three (3) brothers had just as-
sembled to receive the 4th to the 14th de-
grees of Scottish rite masonry. Both, Past
Master Payne and W. M. Thornton are re-
tired members of the Metropolitan Police De-
partment.

The selfless acts of Howard Payne, Walter
Thornton, and Claude Jackson, are to be com-
mended. Howard Payne disregarding his per-
sonal safety and recognizing that a serious
crime had been committed immediately went
to the aid of a senior citizen who cried out for
help. His heroic actions prevented the es-
cape of a felon and caused the immediate
return of the victim's property. Without hesi-
tation, Walter Thornton recognizing that
Howard Payne needed assistance went to
hisaid. Although Noble Claude Jackson was
off duty, he did not hesitate to exercise his
responsibility as a sworn police officer.

Savannah, GA - Who are they? ......

Greenbriar Children’s’ Center was established in 1949 as an
orphanage for African-American children in Savannah and sur-
rounding areas. Prior to that time, black children who were home-
less or without parental support were placed in local work farms
and penal institutions.

In the 1960's, Greenbriar opened its doors to children of all
races and diversified its services to meet changing needs.
Greenbriar is a private, nonprofit agency, with a mission to pro-
vide services which promote healthy development of children and
the strengthening of families. They are accredited by the Council
on Accreditation for Children and Family services. Their funding
sources are the United Way, Chatham County, State and City of
Savannah and private contributions.

Greenbriar has a residential program that provides a long term

supportive environment for children ages 10-17, who cannot re- i . .
