What Is the S.A.M. & D.I.M.E. Mentoring Program? 

For over 50-combined years, the S.A.M. (Shriners as Mentors) and D.I.M.E. (Daughters of Imperial 
Mentoring Excellence) Mentoring Programs has connected young people with caring, trained adult 
mentors who provide guidance, encouragement, and positive role modeling. 

Our mission is to support at-risk youth ages 8-22 by helping them grow academically, socially, 
emotionally, and as future leaders. 

 

Who Is the Program For? 

The program serves youth who may be facing challenges such as: - Struggles in school or declining 
grades - Limited access to positive adult role models - Economic hardship - Exposure to violence or 
negative peer pressure - Lack of enrichment or leadership opportunities 

At-risk does not mean incapable; It means a young person deserves extra support. 

 

Why Mentoring Matters (Proven Impact) 

Mentoring makes a real difference: - Youth with mentors are 55% more likely to attend college - 52% 
less likely to skip school - 46% less likely to use illegal drugs - 33% less likely to engage in violent 
behavior 

Mentored youth show increased confidence, stronger decision-making skills, and improved academic 
performance.

✔ Consistent support and encouragement ✔ Academic and life-skills guidance ✔ Leadership 
development ✔ Positive role modeling ✔ A safe, structured environment
